IDEA 2004 Requirements for Summary of Performance 
Educators throughout Florida are working collaboratively to ensure that students obtain high levels of achievement and successfully transition to adult life.  An important part of the transition process is providing students with information about their performance that they may find useful as they begin adult life.

The Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA 2004) requires that certain students be provided with a summary of their academic achievement and functional performance.  A summary of the key points of this requirement is attached for your information.  In addition, two samples of the Summary of Performance Forms that may be used to meet the requirement are attached for your use.  One of the forms is the Nationally Ratified Summary of Performance Model Template.  This template was formally ratified by several national associations.  Districts have the flexibility to adopt one of the attached forms or to use information from either of the forms to develop a form that meets local district needs.
