Clarification of requirements for obtaining consent to invite agency representatives to Individual Educational Plan (IEP) meetings
The Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) recently clarified requirements for consent to invite agency representatives to an individual educational plan (IEP) meeting conducted to meet the transition requirements of 34 CFR 300.320(b) of the regulations for Part B of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA).  This clarification represents a change in the interpretation that has been applied in prior communication from the Bureau of Exceptional Education and Student Services.  In a letter to the Utah State Office of Education dated March 17, 2008, the Office of Special Education Programs states that: 

“…a separate consent must be obtained from the parents or a child who has reached the age of majority for each IEP Team meeting [emphasis added], conducted in accordance with 34 CFR §300.320(b), before a public agency can invite a representative of any participating agency that is likely to be responsible for providing or paying for transition services to attend the meeting.”
A copy of the correspondence has been attached for your review.  Districts are asked to review their existing policies and procedures to ensure compliance with this requirement.
